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ABSTRACT

The current paper discusses the Late Neolithic anthropomorphic figurines with a hollow body originating from three settle-
ments in the Struma River Valley to the north of the Kresna Gorge: Bersin, Mursalevo — Gerena locality and Kocherinovo
— Ganevi Nivi locality.

Only upper body fragments are preserved. Three groups are defined based on the typical features of the upper half of the
body, the cavity shape and its location. The largest group has been divided to subgroups depending on the way the head and
the upper torso around the breasts are shaped, as well as the transition to the abdomen and the bottom. The systematisation
takes into account the fragmentary state of the objects.

The first group consists of anthropomorphic figurines with elongated, almost cylindrical, flattened-cylindrical (sometimes
widening at the top) or flat head. All of them have arms shaped as horizontally perforated short side knobs. The body is hol-
low and bell-shaped in the preserved part. This shape suggests that the lower half was a separate piece, and the two would
attach to form the body. A fragmented figurine from Kocherinovo, with compactly shaped legs divided by a vertical groove,
offers an example for a possible shaping of the lower part.

The other two groups are represented by single examples.

Late Neolithic hollow anthropomorphic figurines are discovered at sites dated to various phases of the Late Neolithic along
the Struma River Valley to the north of the Kresna Gorge. Similar artefacts have been published within the catchment area
of the Vardar River.

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Late Neolithic hollow anthropomorphic figurines
from the Struma River Valley

Vesselina Vandova
(summary)

The Late Neolithic anthropomorphic figurines with a hollow body come from three settle-
ments in the Struma River Valley to the north of the Kresna Gorge: Bersin, Gerena locality near
Mursalevo and Ganevi Nivi locality near Levski neighbourhood in Kocherinovo.

All of the objects are fragmented, and only the upper halves of the figurines are preserved.
Three groups are defined based on the typical features of the upper half of the body and the cavity.
The first group is the most numerous and is divided into four subgroups. The other two groups are
represented by single examples. The systematisation takes into account the fragmentary state of the
objects.

The figurines from the first group have elongated, almost cylindrical, flattened-cylindrical
(sometimes widening at the top) or flat head, raised nose and eyes marked with incisions. None
has marked breasts. All figurines have arms, which are shaped as horizontally perforated short side
knobs, probably supposed to represent arms that are bent at the elbows and resting against the waist.
The body is hollow and is bell-shaped in the preserved part. This shape suggests that the lower
half was a separate piece, and the two would attach to form the body. A fragmented figurine from
Kocherinovo with compactly shaped legs divided by a vertical groove, offers an example for a pos-
sible shaping of the lower part.

The lower half of a Late Neolithic hollow anthropomorphic figurine (probably a rattle) from
Golyamata Mogila (the Large Mound) near Kaloyanovets is shaped in a different way. Its body is
compact, and the legs are not represented in anatomical details. However, a number of anthropomor-
phic rattles shaped as a pregnant woman dressed in a long garment, found mainly in the Kojadermen-
Gumelnitsa-Karanovo VI Late Chalcolithic complex, are made in a similar way. In contrast to these,
the body of another hollow figurine from the Karanovo V period in Drama, probably also a rattle,
strongly narrows at the bottom.

Considering these parallels, it can be suggested that some of the hollow Late Neolithic anthro-
pomorphic figurines from the Struma River Valley, and namely some of the bell-shaped body from
the first group, have functioned as rattles.

The objects with a bell-shaped body are discovered at sites dated back to various phases of the
Late Neolithic along the Struma River Valley to the north of the Kresna Gorge. The earliest figurines
come from the 4" construction level in Vaksevo and Balgarchevo II. Both were discovered at sites
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yielding the black-topped ware typical for the later phases of the Late Neolithic (the classic black-
and-red variant) and at sites which do not yield such pottery.

Similar artefacts were discovered at sites within the catchment area of the Vardar River.

The hollow anthropomorphic figurines contribute to the number of artefacts evidencing the
cultural and ethnic similarity of the communities that occupied the two regions in the Neolithic.
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
